Staying Over — When possible, campers participating in more than one session are encouraged to return home
between sessions. When that is not convenient, arrangements will be made for the camper to stay with another
camper or with the directors. There is an extra charge of $50 for those needing to stay with the directors, which
includes laundry service and meals.

Campers ages nine to sixteen are eligible for all camp sessions. Eight year-olds can, on occasion, attend Trail-

Ridge with the prior approval of the directors. Boys who have attended for three years and are at least fourteen
may be considered Rangers and are encouraged to shoulder additional responsibilities. Please write or call for

additional information.

The camp fee includes all food and lodging, camp activities, permits and fees, group camping equipment, out-
fitter fees, admission fess, and transportation. Campers will want some spending money for incidentals. Spe-
cific itineraries and clothing and equipment lists will be mailed to campers in the spring; they are also avail-
able online in a downloadable PDF format.



Campgrounds — TrailRidge normally uses private and developed campgrounds for most of our programs. These pro-
vide full facilities including hot showers, flush toilets, and other amenities. For the Florida trips, however, we will be
staying in dorm-style lodging and eating family-style in the cafeteria. These facilities provide air conditioning, beds
with linens, and hot showers.

Departure — All trips will begin and end at Carolina Day School in Asheville, NC.

*Deposit — A $200 deposit will reserve a space on one of our trips, of which $50 is a non-refundable registration fee.
The remainder of this deposit is fully refundable (less the registration fee) until May 5™. Applications submitted after
January 1* should include half the total trip fee. An additional payment will be billed in November, with the balance
due March 17th. Please make checks payable to TrailRidge Mountain Camp.

Refunds — There will be no refund of any camp fees if the camper is asked to leave camp because of a disciplinary
problem. Because TrailRidge submits many non-refundable fees in advance of the summer trips, no refunds of any por-
tion of the camp fee can be made for cancellations for any reason after May 5th, 2005.

Insurance — Since most families carry their own health insurance, TrailRidge Mountain Camp does not provide this
coverage. Your health insurance company and policy number will be requested.

We assume no responsibility for accidental injury or illness except to see that the campers have proper medical care.
There is no charge for ordinary first aid, but the cost of special medicines, physician’s treatment, or hospital bills will be
charged to the parents. A physical exam is required. A health form will be provided. Parents are required to sign a Re-
lease of Liability statement.

Enrollment of your child grants the camp permission to use for public relations purposes any photographs, movies, or
tape recordings of your child.
